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Noise Measurement

Dear Sir/Madam,

The next course will be held at The University of the West of Scotland, Almada St., Hamilton and will be taught by the same tutors as the previous courses and will take place on the 6th to the 8th October 2010 for the three day course and on Friday 8th October 2010 for the one day course.  
There will be an optional introductory Mathematics session on Tuesday the 5th October from 18.00 to 20.00. This will remind the delegates of the necessary Mathematics required for the course and introduce them to the scientific calculator which will be supplied and become their property at the end of the course.

The one day course is intended for the Local Authority EHOs and Technical Officers who already have one of the following qualifications: the Institute of Acoustics Diploma, a MSc in Acoustics from a recognised University, the Institute’s Certificate of Competence in Environmental Noise Measurement, Bell College Noise Certificate,  or are fully qualified Environmental Health Officers. The three day course is intended for Technical Officers, those EHOs who have been identified by their line managers as requiring training in noise measurement practice and theory and others who have none of the aforementioned qualifications.
Both courses cover the necessary instrumentation techniques and legislative  knowledge required by the syllabus. There will also be practical sessions to ensure competence in making the appropriate noise measurements.

The delegates will be required to pass both a practical and a written examination which will be set by the IOA and REHIS.

The practical examination for both courses will be on the afternoon  of the 8th October 2010 and the written examination for both courses will be on Friday 22nd October 2010. 
It is assumed that each delegate will bring appropriate measuring equipment. For both courses, the equipment must satisfy the requirements given in Annex 6 of Guidance on Noise Nuisance, Antisocial Behaviour etc. (Scotland) Act 2004 as published by the Scottish Executive. It should also have a tripod. In addition for the three day course, the equipment must be able to measure noise levels in dB and dBA, octave band frequency analysis and statistical parameters. It should also have a windshield.

In order that the practical work can be successfully undertaken, the equipment must not be shared by more than two people. It is the responsibility of the delegate to ensure that the equipment is in good working order, to bring the appropriate instruction manuals, spare batteries and to insure the equipment.
The one day course will cost £190 plus an examination fee of £145. 

The three day course will cost £650 plus an examination fee of £180.
