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COURSE OUTLINE

An intensive course for officers in non-police agencies who may be involved in law enforcement and the reporting of offences to the Procurator Fiscal.

COURSE VENUE

This residential course will be held at the Scottish Police College, Tulliallan Castle, Kincardine-on-Forth, Alloa, Clackmannanshire.  The College is set within magnificent grounds and is built around an impressive castle.

COURSE ORGANISER

This course has been organised on behalf of REHIS by John Sleith, Chairman of the REHIS Examinations and Professional Standards Committee.

COURSE FEES

The fee of £460.00 for REHIS and TSI members covers the course from arrival on Friday 11 February until lunch on Sunday 13 February and includes accommodation, all meals, morning coffee, afternoon tea and documentation for the course.  The fee for non-members of REHIS or TSI is £590.00.  A 25% cancellation charge will be made up to 2 February and after that the full fee will be payable.  Substitute delegates will be accepted up to start of course.
